under ther, %c-wit;

1. The property berein descrided shall be used solely feor
new single Zfa=ily rcazdcr-'ul FurFcses, and only cne single
family residence may te constructed o= each lot.

2, No buildirg skall be erected, placed or altered o=

lot until the design and coastructioa plans and specifications
and a plat showirg the location cf the structure on said lct have
Yeen approved by the Acschitectural Control Cormittee as %o
cuality of work=anahip and raterials, harmoxy of external desigz
with respect to topography and finish gracde elevation., CUnder
ordinary topographical «circu=stances the building will be
required to be ut. tack 15 feet Irom roadways borlering the
tract. Any deviaticn from this must first be approved in writirg
by the A.rch:uct:nl Control Cco=ittee. s;id Architecstural
Control Committee sha.l be initially cocposed of Lee FRoper, "evrt:
Smith and Lois keper. After June 1, 1982, a majority of the 1::
owners (with one vcte per lot cwner, regarcless of nu=ber of lc-«
cwned) may appoirt a rev Architectural Ccotrol Committee by
written instrurent filed with the Clerk of Comal County. A
majority of the cormittee may designate a pcmber. to zct in its
behalf. In the event of ceath or resignation of ary mes=dber, the
remaining mex=bers srall have full autherity to designate a
successor Or eny two cI these perders may relieve the re=airirg
one of his or her cutlies in comnection with the Architectural
Control Cormittee. The Corm=jittee's approval or disapproval as
-recuired in these ccverants shall be set out in writing and in
the event the coc=ittee cor its cdesignated representatives fail o
approve or disapprove plan; within tharty (30) days after said
F.ans and specifications have been submitted to it, approval will
rot be required and =re related coverants shall be cdeemed to be
fully complied with,

3. No building, other than a single family residence
containing rot less than 1000 square feet, exclusive of cpex cr
screen porches, breezewvays, carports, garages and patios, shall
be erected or constructed oz any residential tract or lot, ané nc
garage may be erected except simultaneously with or subsequent tc
erection of a res:idence. All buildirj;s must be cocpleteld <t
more than fourteea (l4) mozths after laying foundations and
housetrailers of ary kind may be moved onto the proper:
Servant's quartess and guest houses may be constructed to e
rear of a permanert resicdence. All buildings must be cospletely
enclosed from the grourd level ¢ the lower portion of outsice
walls 50 as to =airtaln a Dpeat appearance anc remove posts cr
piers (except thcse supporting raised porches) from outside view.

4. No material of “ary kind shall be placed or stored on any
lot except for construc:iion materials after construction of a
poermarent building thas begun. The Architectural Coatrol
Cormittee may notify the record owner of the lot by Tertified
U.S5. Mail of such viclations, and if the violation is rot
corrected and the su::tcr. materials not removed within ten cays
al{ter the mailing cf wsoch notice, the Architectural Control
Cormittee may remove s41¢ paterial fron the property, dispose of
such raterial, anéd crarge ihe record owner of the lot with
reroval and diiposition costs, and the Architectural Contrcl
Cotmittee shall have ro l:adbility to sa:d owvner of the lot by
virtue of the exercise cf such right tc re=oval.
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5. Ko mobile homes or rousetraiiers shall be placed on any
tract at any time. No ternt, garage, barn or other outbuilding
erected on the tract shall a:t any time be used as a residence
temporarily or permanently, nor shall any structure of a
temporary character Le usec as resicence, except that casping
trailers with sanitary facilities may be used for weekend and
vacation campinc .p to a maximuam of seventeen (17) consecutive
days prior to construction of a building on the property.

6. Ko outside toilet sXa:l be installed or maintairned on
any lot and all plumbing shall be connected with a sanitary sewer
or septic tank apprwed by the State and local Departsent of
Health. No removal of trees or excavation of ary materials other
than for landscaping, constraction of building:, drivevays, etc.,
will be permitted without the written permission of the
Architectural Control Cormittee.

7. No noxious, cffensive, unlawful or immoral use shall be
rade of any lot or tract. . ;

8. No livestock of ary kind shall be raised, bred, or kept
on any lot. Dogs, cats, or other household pets may be kept
provided that they are not kept, bred or maintained for any
commercial purpose. .

9. ©No lot shall be used or maintained as & durping ground
for rubbish. Trash, garbage or other waste shall not be kept
except in sanitary containers. All incinerators or other
equipment for the storage or disposal of such material shall be
kept in a clean sanitary condition. No junk, wrecking or auto
storage yards shall be located on ary 1lot, and no heavy
equipoent, dump truck, material (except material to be used in
construction of the 7residence on the 1lot “or- tract) or
non=operating automobiles skall be stored on (or parked in the
roadway in front of) any lot.

10. No sign of any kind shall be disphyvd to the public
view on any lot except one sign of not more than five (3) square
feet, advertising the property for sale or rent, or signs used by
a builder to advertise the property during the construction and
sales pericd.

11, All lots are scbject to a five foot wide utility
easement around all lot lines for the purpose of furnishing
utjlities to all lots in the subdivision, to all easements and
restrictions now of record, and to any applicadble rules and
regulations of Comal County.

12. These covenants shall be binding for a pericd of thirty
{30) years from the date they are f{iled for record in the Deed
Records of Comal County, Texas, unless changed or amended as
provided herein. Said coverants shall be automatically extended,
upon the expiration of said term, for successive periods of ten
years each, The record owners of legal title of fifty-ore (51V)
percent of the lots as shown by the Deed Records of Comal County,
Texas, may amend or change said covenants in whole or part at anhy
time. Any clange or ameccmant shall be set forth and evidenced
by a successor instrument bearing the signatures of the requisite
number of record owners and the recording cf same in the office
of the County Clerk of Comal County, Texas. -

13. Failure to comply with any one of these coverants or
restrictions or invalidation of any one of thess coverarts or
restrictions by judgment of any Court shall in no-wise affect any
of the other provisioazr which shall remsain in full force and
effect. AN uUnssrrected wioletion cf one of these restrictions by
one or more lot owners ia the subdivisioa shall not invaiidats
restrictions with respect to {future vioclatioas of that
restriction.
